12/24 Hour Display Mode:
e Press “ +” (B2) button to select 12 or 24 hours mode.

Thermometer: (Indoor measurable range: -4.9°C ~+ 49.9°C)

e Press “-” (B3) button to select temperature to be displayed in Celsius mode or Fahrenheit mode.

e |f the temperature is out of the measurable range, LL.L ( beyond the minimum temperature) or HH.H (beyond the
maximum temperature) will be shown on the LCD.

Daily Alarm Setting:
e Press “MODE/SET” (B1) button to display Alarm Time. (“AL” will be shown on the LCD)
e \When Alarm Time is displayed, hold “MODE/SET” button (B1) for 3 seconds to enter alarm time setting.
